Over and above good argumentation, philosophy seems to strive afer a criterion to setle disputes.
One of the criteria philosophers of diferent bents resort to is practice—what we actually do and say
must have a spin-of on philosophical refection, if the later should be of any worth. In my talk, I
shall be using this criterion in order to see whether it picks out a conception of truth as the most
plausible among the many in the feld. Given that our usual practice allows for a minimum of philo-
sophical superstructure, I shall focus on just two alethic conceptions: the defationary conception of
truth and Hilary Putnam’s conception of truth. Accordingly, I shall try to ascertain which of them
ofers the best account of our verbal and non-verbal practice.
